As you read the plans for future development below, it will become apparent that the first version of the "teacher's tool kit", to be ready before Sept 2004, may go through several later revisions to improve its scope and usability. Since the media used are not costly, I am quite prepared to go through the (re)editing necessary, guided by your suggestions. I will also be attending a weeklong LTC workshop in course redesign in order to develop a suitable structure. It should interrelate materials, but allow great variation 
in their use.
With last year's small LTC grant of $2450,1 was able to hire students to scan about 200 pages of primary source texts from standard sourcebooks and scholarly editions. T myself drew no pay. I must now proofread these digital texts and convert them to webpage (.htm) format suitable for posting on WebCT.
In the process of choosing source texts, I found a great many already online in CIHM-ECO (Early Canadiana Online). I want to add to the CHIPSO list by identifying specific passages in ECO by author, title, page and web address. The combined CHIPSO-ECO list will then be organized chronologically by topic. There should be over 40 topics in the final list, covering both pre- and post-1867 history, to allow considerable variation in pedagogical use.
To be precise, this list will give the instructor a set of documents that can be printed or uploaded to WebCT, structured around the standard topics usually covered in pre- and post-Confederation introductory courses.
NOTE: Any faculty member or sessional may request a copy on CD or floppy, to be supplied them before Sept 2004. These materials will be more portable than the bales of photocopies we usually have to carry around. The disk be especially valuable to sessionals by lightening the load of preparing Reserve 
lists, coursepacks and handouts.
If I get a follow-up grant, I also plan to add to the topical list on disk as many as possible of the following teaching aids (fortunately, CD-ROMs are capacious and cheap):
1.  other primary source texts you may nominate after seeing the preliminary CHIPSO-ECO list.
2.   a detailed breakdown, by volume and segment of the Canada: A People’s History DVD. (The library is acquiring it in VHS video as well). I have already prepared this breakdown while teaching my own class. It needs only to be typed up and organized by topic.
3.   other videos and films on Canadian history held by UVic.
4.  timelines, modern maps, contemporary maps and historical pictures,  with securing of copyright permission where necessary.
5.   study questions -- for classroom discussion or student self-study guides — for each primary source.
6.  course outlines, handouts, lesson plans, essay topics, question banks, and exams used in my own and others' courses.
7.   other course materials you may have developed, such as marking guides, research & writing workshop materials, History Style Guides. The author will 
be credited.
I intend to apply soon for this year's follow-up LTC grant, and will be glad to collaborate with any volunteer, or simply to provide you a copy of the draft application for your information. I would be grateful for any feedback, criticism or suggestions.
