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INTRODUCTION
This paper outlines and discusses the pursuit for solutions for a sustainable peace in the post-colonial countries of Central Africa.  The paper focuses on the Bujumbura, Burundi community of Kamenge Commune, and on the electronic village which has been established by Nabuur Foundation and its volunteers (http://www.nabuur.com/modules/villages_issues/index.php?villageid=141)...to assist in Kamenge’s recovery from genocidal war trauma.

AVP-Burundi-TRC (Trauma Recovery Center) is a concept of civil society in public engagement … of international scope… inspired by the Alternatives to Violence Project (AVP) 1., which was founded on a non-violence philosophy, (Quaker/ Conflict Transformation;) and, began in prison workshops in the United States of America … initiated by “political prisoner” inmates made up, mostly, of the “Think Tank” group of the USA maximum security prison at Green Haven, (http://avpusa.org) New York State. The prisoners, after requesting the help of the Quakers (Religious Society of Friends) worked, in tandem with them, to create the Alternatives to Violence Project (AVP) and held its first workshops there in Green Haven, over thirty years ago, in the 1970s. 2. While the Alternatives to Violence Project (AVP) quickly spread-out from the political confines of the jails and prisons, where it took hold, into Civil Society’s community venues; shelters, all types of residential communities, schools, and, church basements, in the U.S.; not long after, it became a worldwide program…reaching into the same communities, internationally, 3. Advances in communications: grassroots access to the digital revolution; and, today’s digitized, lightening fast, knowledge dissemination and management (ULEARNING)  techniques have created a new virtual landscape for the original Think Tank, (Green Haven prisoner/ Religious Society of Friends collaboration,) which is the Alternatives to Violence Project, and,  for the AVP-INTERNATIONAL (www.avpinternational.org) of today.
AVP-Africa.INFO is a “ubiquitous learning” 5. It is a website being built to meet the needs of the Alternatives to Violence Project on the African continent (www.avp-africa.info .)  AVP-BURNDI-TRC,  the project of Nabuur Foundation, (located in the Netherlands: www.nabuur.com )  which this paper discusses, is an effort (adding Human Rights education, sensitization, practice, and activism to our AVP workshops,) to sustain Civil Society in Burundi, (the sister nation of Rwanda,) which sustained and suffers, also, from the post-colonial (neo-colonial) racialized brutalities, massacres, and genocidal wars, which escalated in 1994, and have come to be known as the Rwanda genocide.
Section I:  At Nabuur - Ulearning Baby:
Kamenge Village, of Nabuur  …an online-volunteer… Foundation, (www.nabuur.com), which began in 2003, in The Netherlands, is based on the supposition that the tech-savvy, research and/or resource connected; information rich, people, or, just people who care; and, spend time online … can be modern “Robin Hoods” of the world: can assist the technology- lagging, under-developed, but otherwise rich,  villages of the world.
 This is where AVP-BURUNDI-TRC was initiated, to help citizens of Burundi, the world’s third poorest country, especially, those living in Kamenge commune, which is basically a refugee camp, after the most recent, 1994, genocidal war in Rwanda…and it’s Central Africa vicinity.
The online (virtual) village of Kamenge, actually, located in Bujumbura, Capital of the newly democratic nation of Burundi, was conceived by the Nabuur Local Representative of Kamenge Village who lives in Bujumbura, BURUNDI; teamed-up with her Nabuur Village Facilitator, from New York City, USA, in September of 2006. 
As of September of 2007, thanks in large measure, to online volunteers, there is a building in place, in Kamenge commune, to house the idea of the AVP-BURUNDI-TRC; and, several Trauma Recovery Center  concepts and practices, which will live on, for as long as there is still war, ( be it political, racial, or, sexual violence,) in Central Africa.

1. “The Program of   AVP originated in the United States in 1975 when a group of inmates at Green Haven Prison in New York asked members of the local Quaker community to put together a program on communication and non-violence. The program was very successful, and since then AVP has expanded to many states and countries. AVP is offered in intensive two and a half day workshops on three levels. The Basic Workshop concentrates on affirmation - building self-esteem and trust; Communication - improving listening and assertive methods of expression; Community Building - developing cooperative attitudes and a sense of oneself as part of a community. Conflict Resolution - exploring and practicing creative and peaceful alternatives to resolving conflict. Advanced Workshops help inmates focus more deeply on the underlying causes of violence in their lives. The group chooses the theme it wishes to explore: topics like anger, stereotyping, or power and powerlessness. The Training for Trainers Workshop teaches participants how to become a facilitator for other inmates.” – www.avp.me.org 
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
