TEDI has gone through many changes over the years but currently consists of four units – Higher  Education Research and Consultancy (HERC)  Educational resources (ER) Evaluations Services and the Administration section.

The HERC unit is an academic section and facilitates the Introduction to University Teaching and Learning program (4 day) workshop and several other  academic programs including eLearning, Assessment, Learning Spaces, Evaluation and Post Graduate Advising http://www.tedi.uq.edu.au/sdh/.  The HERC group also plays a major role in providing academic advice and consultancy and is involved in several major curriculum development activities and research activities in learning and teaching.

The ER section http://www.tedi.uq.edu.au/edResources/index.html has recently moved from being a user pays section to being fully funded by the University and is engaged in the development of high quality print and digital resources for teaching and learning.

The Evaluations Services http://www.tedi.uq.edu.au/evaluations/index.html provides assistance in gathering and responding to feedback in relation to teaching and learning activities at UQ.

In recent times the Carrick Institute for Learning and Teaching in Higher Education http://www.carrickinstitute.edu.au/carrick/go which is a major source of funding for learning and teaching projects, has had a major impact on teaching and learning in Australia and several HERC staff are engaged in Carrick projects along with other academic colleagues both at UQ and at a national level.
