A process model: working through this collaborative task

Roles: facilitator  
summariser
overseer

reviewer/editor

time manager
Meet as a group within using the online chat forum, or skype (if all group members have this available). One person needs to organise this and then adopt the role as facilitator during the discussion, to keep things focussed and ensure everybody contributes. Together discuss and collectively decide upon:
1. the content areas you want to include in your long-term plan
Remember you are selecting from the broad areas of 
Drawing 
(while this will also be a part of every unit, it needs to be a stand-alone unit as well)

Printmaking

Painting

3 Dimensional work (may be multi-media)

 Design (may also include using ICT)

Fabric and fibre

2. the sequence that these will occur in your long term plan 
(to ensure they flow well and the skills/ knowledge is built upon over the year, appropriate weather)
3. which of these units will link to the activities defined in the task 
(e.g banners created for hall opening)
4. which units will encompass a focus upon Maori visual culture/ Pasifika visual arts/ multiculturalism 
(may be all or some- at least one unit in the long term plan needs to address each of these)
5. how long each unit will be 
(allow for 10 weeks each term and four terms- divide the weeks out, some units may be shorter/longer than others but none less that 4 weeks. Aim for 6-8 units over the year)

6. the theme for each unit 
(remember to relate to the big idea and rich concept here- e.g “Our community” – “New Zealand in the 21st century” “ My favourite things” “ Vessels around the world” etc….)

7. what curriculum strands will be the focus for each unit 
(as although each unit may cover many, the key is to focus the assessment upon only one or two strands in each unit- be sure you address all strands over the year.

8. who will take responsibility to design each part for the long term plan 
(you will end up planning one or two aspects each).
9. what the timeline will be to complete the individual parts 
(one person will then adopt the role of timekeeper and keep the group on track to keep to this)

One group member needs to summarise and record the decisions and upload a summary into your group area. The timekeeper will also put up a timeline with due dates for the individual aspects.
Each group member can now work on their individual part of the plan. Whilst this is happening, it’s important to keep in contact with the other person who is designing a unit for the same term (to ensure the two flow together well) and keep the rest of the group updated as you work (how you are going/ get advice and ideas, share issues and problems)- use the chat forum in your group space for this so everybody can keep up to date.
When you have completed your section of the long- term plan, you need to add your parts to the template in your group area. One person needs to take responsibility as the overseer of this document- ensures that each person has added their part, and complete the top boxes (add the names of the group members/ AO’s for the level).

As the separate parts are  being added, 1 person needs to adopt the role of a reviewer/ editor- ensure all aspect are included in each box (contact individual group members if bits are missing), check the spelling (fix if need be).

Finally, as a whole group make a time to discuss  and review the ‘whole’- make any final changes.

When it is completed, each group member will download a copy and submit this in the art portfolio for assessment
