Members can set change their settings so that messages are received in their Inboxes as soon as they are posted, or in a daily digest…or not at all!  Members can Reply to postings directly from their Inboxes, and will be prompted to log on to SCoPE.

· There are over 300 international members in SCoPE, participating in a variety of Open Forums and scheduled seminars. UCIPD members have access to all those activities, except for other private SIGS.
